“KARSKI & THE LORDS OF HUMANITY” 
A FILM ABOUT HOLOCAUST HERO OPENS NOVEMBER 13 AT LAEMMLE

A new documentary spotlighting the efforts of Polish hero Jan Karski to inform 
the world’s leaders about the Holocaust, “Karski & The Lords of Humanity,” will 
make its Los Angeles debut when it opens in 4 days at Laemmle Theater in 
Pasadena, CA.

The film, directed by an Emmy winner Slawomir Grünberg, using a ground-
breaking technique that combines unique archival footage with animated 
sequences, tells the story of Jan Karski, a member of the Polish underground 
who acted as a courier during World War II and whose most heroic mission was 
to inform the Allied powers of Nazi crimes against the Jews of Europe in an 
effort to prevent the Holocaust. Karski infiltrated the Warsaw Ghetto and a 
transit camp and carried his shocking eye-witness report of the atrocities to 
Britain and the United States, hoping that it would shake the conscience of the 
powerful leaders or – as Karski would call them - the Lords of Humanity.  It is a 
story of a man hovering between life and death while fulfilling a desperate 
mission to stop the annihilation of European Jews. The movie explores the 
biggest tragedy of the 20th century as reflected in the life of a single individual. 
The tale of Jan Karski's wartime activities is much more than the story of one 
man's adventures. It is a parable of human folly, very much relevant to the world 
we live in today. His mission was not a failure. The risks Karski took to witness 
the Final Solution firsthand and the dramatic reports he delivered about it, 
forced the Allied leaders to confront the horror for the first time. When Karski 
broke the taboos of his exiled government and began to speak out about the 
fate of the Jews, he played a major role in shaping public opinion in the free 
world.  Evidence of his lasting impact is that in May 2012, Karski received 
posthumously the Presidential Medal of Freedom awarded by the President 
Barack Obama and the corner of 37th St and Madison Avenue in New York City 
is dedicated as Jan Karski Corner.
